The history of the original settlement as a penal colony is rather grim but 
very very interesting.  Remnants of that past are all over the place and the 
local descendants of that time are adept at bringing such history to life.  
 
We had a whale of a time at the 
Convict’s Night where over a hundred 
people laughed and drank and ate and 
played silly games.  A most 
entertaining evening and one that 

should not be missed. 
 
The breakfast BBQ beside the sea was fabulous.  It was hot and sunny and 

the food was delicious.  The scenery was just perfect and the sea was 
the most amazing blue.   
 
We missed the Mutiny on the Bounty Show unfortunately but the 
changes in air flights meant it was just not possible this time. We also 
missed out on seeing a supply ship come in as this is a great sight 
watching the ‘lighters’ (small boats used for carrying goods ashore) 
being towed ashore by a small motor boat. Once at the jetty the cargo 
is winched ashore followed by the boats – also winched up by crane. 
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There is nowhere on the island to launch boats so the fishermen have to also 
winch their boats in and out of the water.  
‘Wonderland by Night’ is a relatively new and expanding attraction.  It is a 
night time walk through a beautiful woodland all lit up with strategically 
placed static displays that come alive at the flick of a switch and which all 
carry a story of memorable and entertaining historic events.  
 
Another of the islands many attractions is the four course progressive dinner 

where we were driven around by bus to four different locations for each course.  Each location was the home 
of one of the island’s original inhabitant’s descendants – the mutineers from the Bounty – many of them from 
the Fletcher Christian line. These people open their homes to visitors on a regular basis and are only too 
happy to share their family history with their guests. 
 
The shopping on the island is a shopaholics dream come true.  
Exquisite and luxurious items from places like Italy, France, Canada 
and the UK just to name a few.  Lego is cheaper here than anywhere 
else in the world.  The kid’s toy shop is an absolute delight but 
creates problems when it comes to making choices. 
 
Finally, after another tiki tour around the island it was time to go 
home and we did so very reluctantly. As we watched the mist rolling 
in across the island on the last day we were secretly hoping it would 
prevent us from leaving this tiny piece of paradise far away from the madness we live in.
